SHOOTING SPORTS LEADER CERTIFICATION WORKSHOP
The 4-H Shooting Sports program is one of our more popular projects. To meet specific criteria for insurance, liability, etc… it is important that our leader volunteers in the Shooting Sports Program become certified. This provides some protection for you and the 4-H program. New Mexico State 4-H conducts a leader training each year on a rotational basis across the state. This year the Shooting Sports training will be held in Tucumcari, NM on February 24-26, 2012. The cost is $60.00 per person. This cost covers program materials, supplies and Friday night dinner.  The registration deadline is February 15, 2012.

The training for the adult volunteer leaders will be held in the following disciplines: Archery, Hunting, Muzzleloader, Pistol (air and .22), Rifle (air and .22), and Shotgun. All participants may bring their own equipment; especially hearing and eye protection however, DO NOT BRING AMMUNITION. The ammunition will be provided. Class size will be limited to 20 participants per discipline and you can be certified in only one discipline. All volunteers should be enrolled and screened in their respective counties.
Participants need to be register through their county extension office. Please have your leaders write a check to your 4-H Council and then send one check from your 4-H Council to the State 4-H Office with medical release and code of conduct. It makes it much easier to issue refunds to a 4-H Council. Refunds can be requested up to February 20, 2012.
