Paul W. Bosland, Regents Professor of Horticulture at New Mexico State
University, is recognized as the foremost expert on chile peppers in the world.
He leads the chile breeding and genetics research program at New Mexico State
University and is co-founder and director of the Chile Pepper Institute, the
world’s only research-based resource center for chile pepper information.

Bosland actively recruits a diverse mix of graduate students from the United
States and across the globe to join him in solving the latest issues faced by the
chile industry, be it mechanical harvesting or breeding for disease resistance.
He is also an avid spokesperson for science in everyday life and for careers in
horticulture.

Bosland is a professional leader in horticulture, as indicated by his numer-
ous presentations at conferences and meetings and participation as a committee
member and officer of many professional organizations. He has published more
than 100 scientific papers dealing with chile genetics, breeding. and germplasm
evaluation. As an Associate Editor of Euphytica and an Associate/Consulting
Editor for the Journal of American Society of Horticultural Science, he dili-
gently critiqued more than 100 manuscripts per year for six years.

Bosland and his program have been featured in many media outlets, includ-
ing: Smithsonian Magazine, National Geographic, New York Times, New Yorker
Magazine, Men's Health, Martha Stewart’s Living, National Public Radio, CBS
Sunday Morning, Scientific American Frontiers, Food Network, and Discovery
