 4-H Livestock Schools 
The New Mexico 4-H Livestock Schools provide New Mexico youth, parents, and adult leaders with 

useful information and skill development. The 2009 Livestock Schools are scheduled for June 23-26 

at the New Mexico State Fair Grounds. Livestock School is broken down into five DIFFERENT 

schools; STEER SCHOOL, PIG SCHOOL, LAMB SCHOOL, DAIRY HEIFER SCHOOL, and 

CABRITO (meat goat) SCHOOL. Each school is separate from each other and you can only attend 

one of the schools. These schools are a valuable experience for youth, parents, leaders, and agents of all skill levels. There 

are three days of very intense instruction with as much hands-on learning as possible. Each participant should 

bring at least one of the animals in the school they signed up for, but are allowed to bring two (i.e. Steer 

school, 1-2 steers, Lamb school 1-2 lambs, etc.) In order to keep the groups small, the number of 

applications is limited to the first 50 on a "first come, first served" basis (Lamb school has a limit of 125 

applicants). The subjects covered will be: Selection, Classification, Nutrition, Grooming, Showmanship 

& Sportsmanship, Ethics, Preparing for a Fair, Care During a Fair and Exercise. The cost for Livestock 

School is $185 per participant. For more information contact the Extension Office

Jr. Market Animal Enrollment Information for the 2009 NMSF  
The State Fair requires all steers, breeding heifers, replacement dairy heifers, swine, lambs and meat goats to be nominated in 

order to show at the State Fair in September. The following is a list of ownership deadlines, retinal scanning and DNA 

information. 

The ownership deadline for all Jr. Market Steers and Jr. Beef Heifers is April 11, 2009. 

To be eligible for entry, all Jr. Market Steers must be tagged with a NM State Fair ear tag and retinal scanned by April 11, 2009. 

All commercial Jr. Beef Heifers must be tagged with a NM State Fair ear tag by April 11, 2009. 

Registered Jr. Beef Heifers are not required to be tagged with a NM State Fair ear tag. 

The ownership deadline for Jr. Market Lambs, Jr. Market Goats, Jr. Market Barrows and Jr. Replacement Dairy Heifers is June 11, 

2009. 

To be eligible for entry, all Jr. Market Lambs, Jr. Market Goats and Jr. Replacement Dairy Heifers must be tagged with a NM State Fair 

ear tag and retinal scanned by June 11, 2009. 

To be eligible for entry, all Jr. Market Barrows must be tagged with a New Mexico State Fair ear tag and a Hair DNA sample submitted 

by June 11, 2009 (DNA sample envelopes must be postmarked by June 11, 2009 or earlier). 

The entry deadline for all the divisions listed above is July 11, 2009. All  entries must be submitted on-line at exponm.com. 

Livestock Loans and Insurance: 4-H livestock project loan programs and insurance is available to 4-H members. Contact the Extension 

Office for more information. 

NEW NM Livestock Board Guidelines!!! 
Proof of ownership (NMLB ñform 1ò inspection certificate) must accompany ALL animals when traveling out of district and is strongly 

recommended even for in-district travel. This will assure all requirements are met well before fair time.  

Cattle: All Cattle, including STEERS, 4 months and older, REQUIRE a negative TB test within 90 days of exhibition.  

Sheep & Goats: Sexually intact Sheep and Goats must have a current scrapie tag or registration tattoo. At least one of the following must 

be met: 1) be tattooed with 4-H, FFA or owners tattoo, 2) have current owners recorded ear tag, 3) have current owners recorded earmark. 

ALL Goats REQUIRE a negative TB test within 90 days of exhibition. 

Horses: A current negative Coggins test must accompany the animal at all times. Any horse from out-of-state must be accompanied by a 

health certificate. 

Swine: All health ID requirements must be met. All swine from out-of-state must receive an import inspection at destination and must be 

accompanied by the ORIGINAL official certificate of veterinary inspection and import permit.  

**No copies or faxed copies of TB test charts or health certificates will be accepted. THEY MUST BE ORIGINALS!

County Fair News  

Livestock Rules: 

1. The exhibitor must use a separate set of animals that have not been shown at another Fair or Expo. If an exhibitor shows in a County 

Fair or Expo previous to the Valencia County Fair and makes the Junior Livestock Sale, he/she will be allowed to sell in the Valencia 

County Fair. Any Premium money earned for an exhibitor by a particular animal at another Fair or Expo disqualifies that animal from 

participating in the Valencia County Fair. INTERPRETATION OF THE RULES, IF NECESSARY, WILL BE MADE BY THE LIVE-

STOCK COMMITTEE. 

2. All livestock must be declared, tagged, tattooed or pig papers presented to Valencia Fair Livestock Officials by May 23, 2009 at  

 12:00 pm This is the Tag Day for Lambs, Dairy Goats, and Cabritos and will be at the Valencia County Fair Grounds from 9:00 am 

 until 12:00 pm.
